It is with utter sadness that I welcome you to Kenya. Our country, whose
enduring stability made it a host for mediating conflicts in so many
neighbouring countries, has now itself been plunged into chaos, bringing
death and untold suffering to hundreds of thousands. Your presence here
is an immense source of hope for our terrified people, and provides
reassurance that the world is united in wanting the bloodshed to end and
democracy restored in Kenya.

Your own concern over our crisis has been evident from the moment it
erupted, when you issued a strong statement about the imperative need to
end the violence that followed what every national and independent
monitoring group termed as a deeply flawed election. Enclosed please
find a dossier that summarizes details of the fraud.

Excellency, you have now rightly warned that catastrophe looms, and that
both leaders must act together to restore security for our people. I would
like to assure you that my colleagues and I have repeatedly condemned
the violence, asserting that no grievance, however legitimate, can be
justified, and that violence in any event is fruitless and counterproductive,
since it only begets more violence. Mr. Kibaki has also condemned the
violence.

But the fact remains that however categorical each side’s commitment to
restoring peace, it is only those who control the instruments of state who
can end the murderous rampages and provide security for all our people.
Indeed, there is ample evidence that sections of the security forces are

themselves abetting this violence, including through supporting a much-

feared militia which relentlessly pursues communities which supported
ODM.

So insecurity, rather than being contained, is actually growing, with the
murders of the two elected ODM Members of Parliament heightening
fears that others are targeted as well. Indeed, a number of international
groups have asked that government ensure the security of Mr. Maina
Kiai, the government-appointed Chairman of the Kenya National Human
